LEGISLATIVE ACTION UPDATE

Governor Spitzer pushed a new piece of
legislation that was passed by both houses, to
take effect on August® The bill will allow
victims of domestic violence that have an order
of protection to break their lease. In the past,
people who have been forced to move for safety
reasons also fall victim to the financial and legal
problems that accompany getting out of a lease
early. We are very happy with this new law;
every step towards compassion and ease for
victims of domestic violence is a step we love to
take.

Another piece of legislation was just passed
which allows courts to order an indicted
defendant for a sex offense to be tested for the
HIV virus. Previously, victims could only
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defendant’s conviction. The law’s main goal is to
help the victim’s medical treatment. Although
there is controversy surrounding this issue, it is
step in the right direction.

DNA - ATOP PRIORITY

The National Governor’s Association, which is
an arm of the United States Department of
Justice, has given a grant to five states, of which
New York is one. DNA is a chief priority of the
Governor’s Association this year, and they want
the states to work together to create a national
“best practice” policy for DNA. Our very own
Susan Xenarioshas been appointed to be a
victim advocate for New York’s team.
